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ECONOMICS DEPARTMENT
Economics is currently housed at the heart of the academic life of the School in the Cloisters. There are four Economics teachers in a flourishing department.  
Economics is a popular subject at A level with approximately sixty pupils in each year group opting for the subject.  At AS and A2 level the AQA syllabus is followed.  In 2009 84% of candidates gained an A or B grade at A2 level.  An increasing number of Oundle pupils are pursuing Economics and allied courses at top universities, including Oxford and Cambridge. The department also offers the Pre-U Economics course in addition to A level. Indeed, Mr Andrew Ireson, who was Head of Economics at Oundle at the time and is now the School’s Head of Examinations, led the national team that devised the course for CIE. There is an active Economics Society which allows the pupils to experience the subject well beyond the confines of the curriculum. The department also runs European trips to countries such as Belgium and Germany and these popular and successful activities further broaden the pupils’ experiences of Economics in action in the real world. 
The successful applicant should be able to teach up to and including Oxbridge level.  He/she should be innovative, competent in the use of ICT, and have a real enthusiasm for the subject and for teaching.
